SUMMER CAMP

The Summer Camp is divided into four categories: Kids (5-12),
Teens (13-17), Adults (18+) and Families.
Students have Chinese lessons in the morning and a series of
cultural activities and trips in the afternoon.
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Students can choose to take 3 lessons/day (15 hours/week) or 5
lessons/day (25 hours/week).

Activities range from tea ceremonies, kung fu, making Chinese
food, calligraphy and many others.

Trips take the students to the Great Wall, the Forbidden City, the
Temple of Heaven and so on.

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STANDARD / INTENSIVE COURSES

Our Chinese Language Courses are divided into Standard and
Intensive Courses. Lessons can be taken in groups or privately.
There is also the option to combine group and private lessons.

Standard Courses include three 50-minute lessons every day,
five days a week. Those three lessons take place in the morning from
09:30 to 12:20 with a 10-minute break in between lessons.

Intensive Courses, on the other hand, include five lessons every
day, five days a week. Three lessons in the morning (09:30 to 12:20)
and two in the afternoon (13:30 to 15:20).
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GROUP LESSONS:

Group lessons have 2-6 students
per class and focus mainly on spoken
Chinese.

They are designed to help you be
able to interact in Chinese as fast as
possible. Until the intermediate level,
Chinese characters remain at the
background.

PRIVATE LESSONS:

The lesson focus is decided
between teacher and student from
the start.

The individual lessons challenge
students to a much higher degree,
thus progress is made much faster.

MIX COURSE:

The Mix Course consists of three
morning group lessons and two
afternoon private lessons. The lesson
focus in the afternoon will be decided
between teacher and student,
whereas morning lessons will focus
on spoken Chinese.

READING & WRITING:

The main aim (apart from being
able to speak Chinese) is to be able
to understand the written form and to
use it to communicate, be it when
reading a restaurant's menu, or
sending a short message via phone.

Open since 2014, Gaobeidian Campus allows students to sleep
and take lessons in the same building. Lessons take place on the
ground floor and basement, while student rooms are located on the
first and second floors.

Gaobeidian Campus offers shared apartments of traditional
design with a common living room, a kitchen and two bathrooms with
showers on each floor. Students can choose between single, double
or 4-person rooms.




THE CLASSROOMS:

The campus holds a total of 17
classrooms divided between two
floors, wich allows the school to have
enough space to teach up to 100
students comfortably.

THE FACILITIES:

Every floor has a common area,
a fully fitted kitchen, as well as two
bathrooms.

The kitchens are equipped with
enough storing space to hold pots,
pans, cutlery and any food the
students may want to buy. Modern
fans make sure that the air stays
clean.

THE CAMPUS:

Located on the fringes of the
Chaoyang District and reachable by
the Line 1 extension: Batong Line,
Gaobeidian is a quirky newly built
area imitating traditional Chinese
grey-stone architecture.

There are many restaurants,
coffee shops, supermarkets, gyms
and museums nearby.

THE DORM:

The rooms on floors 2, 3 and 4
can host up to around 40 students
comfortably. They are all fitted with an
A/C system.
